Dr. Suresh C Sharma, President of AIIMS Jodhpur is currently working as Chairman, National
Medical Commission. He was previously working as the Professor and Head of the Department of
Otorhinolaryngology and Head & Neck surgery at AIIMS, New Delhi. He pursued his MBBS from
SMS Medical College, Jaipur (Rajasthan), and was awarded MS (ENT) from Post Graduate Institute
of Medical Education and Research, (PGIMER) Chandigarh. He continued to serve PGIMER

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Hospital Services

HOSPITAL SERVICES

The hospital started functioning initially in 2012 with OPD facilitites only. The IPD facilities and OT services
started in 2013 and 2014 respectively, in the OPD block as a makeshift arrangement. By now, all services
have shifted to their designated buildings and are functioning optimally. The patient feedback has shown a
heartening trend of increasing satisfaction regarding the cleanliness of the hospital and quality of care
provided. Apart from routine OPD services, AlIMS Jodhpur provides advanced Specialty and Superspeciality
services like Neonatology, Pediatric Surgery, Oncology, Oncosurgery, Neurology, Neurosurgery, Cardiology,
Cardiac surgery, Pulmonology, Endocrinology, Surgical Gastroenterology and Pediatric Nephrology etc. This
year both the number of Outpatient Consultation rooms and Inpatient beds have been increased.

The OPD attendance, IPD admissions, surgery numbers and complexity have increased. The institute is now
performing many more advanced procedures including MRI, advanced laparoscopic & Complex (minimal
invasive) surgeries like Partial Nephrectomy, Hernia, Radical Cystectomy, VVF repair, Wertheim hysterectomy
etc routinely in all surgical specialities. Advanced surgeries like hip and knee replacements, other joint
replacement surgeries, open heart surgeries, neurosurgeries, gastrointestinal surgeries, thoracoscopic
procedures, endourological procedures, major malignancy procedures, cochlear implant, advanced
gynaecological procedures etc are now being carried out at AIIMS Jodhpur.

The hospital services are backed by an equally robust diagnostic backbone comprising Biochemistry,
Pathology and Microbiological Laboratories, which perform an array of investigations to support the clinical
services.

AIIMS Jodhpur is the first institute in Rajasthan to start Robotic Surgery. Complex surgeries with minimal
invasion and scarring can now be performed safely using the Robot. AIIMS Jodhpur had established AYUSH
services with start of Ayurveda and Homeopathy.In this year, AIIMS Jodhpur established and started Nuclear
Medicine Department, with facilities of PET scan, Cardiac Scan, thyroid scan etc. This department will going
to start nuclear medicine based can cer therapy also. The institute has been growing steadily.

At AIIMS Jodhpur, faculty are passionate about teaching and strive hard for continuous improvement, using
innovations to engage students. Following were the activities performed during the current financial year from
2019-20:

1.

UG Orientation Program (Foundation): Based on the feedback of the students from previous batches
and meetings with faculty members, we improvised the orientation program for UG. Emphasis was laid
on interactive sessions rather than didactic lectures. The program for MBBS batch who joined in July
2019, was conducted for 2 weeks starting from 31% July 2019. The new elements included “Early Clinical
Exposure”, and “Competency Based Education”. The first session was in Auditorium and included
parents and guardian also along with students and faculty members. Student were also shown short
video about functioning and life at AIIMS Jodhpur. The feedback at the end of program was encouraging
and they enjoyed sessions with interaction and especially that with Clickers. .

PG Orientation Program: We have conducted PG orientation in September 2019 and in 1% week of
March 2020 for batches who joined in July 2019 and January 2020 sessions respectively. Students were
apprised about the teaching, training and research program as well as about innovations in our
curriculum. They were also apprised about the exam pattern and thesis guidelines. Additionally, they had
a session on “Residents as Teachers” which is an important part of training.

Preparation for Internship (PRINT) Program: Newly joined interns of 2015 batch were oriented to team
working, professionalism, waste management, record keeping and various aspect to facilitate their
working as a doctor. It is noteworthy that we initiate all these orientation right from first year and level
appropriate emphasis is given during all programs to enable them function as a skilled and
compassionate professional.

National Conference on Pediatric Education: AIIMS Jodhpur hosted the Annual Conference NCPE
2019 at AIIMS Jodhpur which deliberated on many issues related to education in general and pediatric
education in particular

Setting up of the Online Education at AIIMS Jodhpur: In March 2020, country wide lockdown was
imposed on 25" March 2020 due to COVID-19 pandemic. AIIMS Jodhpur quickly trained all faculty
members for the online education and were the first to embark on online learning from 23" March 2020
as students were sent home by 20™ March due to impending pandemic. With a concerted efforts of a
group of faculty members, we not only initiated the virtual class but also embarked on studying the effects
of online teaching.

AIIMS Jodhpur is continuing with the previous Model of Education whereby every Saturday is devoted to
innovations and carrying our UnConventional Learning Experiences (UNCLE) which includes integrated
teaching and Problem Based Learning. Based on regular feedback from our students, we are continuously
improving the quality of training.

We had regular Institutional meetings on Wednesdays and Fridays which include Clinical Grand Rounds,
Clinico-pathological Conferences, Morbidity meets and Mortality presentations.

Our students, both UG and PGs, brought laurels to our Institute. Our Institute is also a part of Institute
Innovation Council by Ministry of Human Resource Development.

Mentorship program

As a new entrant to the professional courses (MBBS and B.Sc. Nursing) at the AIIMS Jodhpur student
have a unique opportunity to be mentored by a faculty member and a senior medical student.

We have started and successfully conducted the mentorship program for all the batches since our 1%
MBBS batch in 2012. Presently we have ‘Formal mentorship program’ for 1% and 2" year MBBS students
(1> to 4" semester), in which each student has been assigned a faculty mentor and each faculty has
been assigned 3-4 students, and they are advised to have at least one mentorship meeting in a fortnight.
From 5" semester onward they become part of ‘Open mentorship program’, in which whenever they need
they can go to any faculty or they can contact coordinator mentorship program at their convenience. All
the students and faculty are part of this vibrant program. We have received good feedback from students,
faculty mentors, college administration and students’ parents. It has substantially benefitted students,
faculty and institution.

We have also started peer mentorship program along with existing faculty mentoring for 1% and 2" year
students. Near-Peer mentors are undergraduate students in their 5" to 9" semesters, who have
volunteered for mentoring their junior colleagues. They are our most valuable resource and eminently
suited to be mentors because they still recall the difficulties they faced as new students and their
assistance can make college life easier and more enjoyable for new entrants.

We have also designed guidelines for mentees and mentors. For better coordination, smooth functioning
and liaison, we are regularly having meetings with faculty and peer mentors and seeking feedback from
mentees.

Students counseling services

Faculty of Psychiatry department is providing counseling to our students for their emotional, academic
and other psychological problems. We also have a Student Counselor for baseline assessment of
students’ personality along with ongoing interaction, personality development and counseling services.
We also organize ‘Personality development program’ for our students and receive their regular feedback
for better coordination, services and harmony.

The institute and administration understands its responsibility of creating an environment well equipped
with a mechanism beneficial for betterment and sustainable development of students and is constantly
working for it.

About the Hostel

The Girl's Hostel of AIIMS, Jodhpur has entered g™ year of its inception. The Undergraduate Hostel for female
students is having two wings, Medical wing and Nursing Wing. Hostel constituting of 200 single seated rooms
for MBBS girls, 4 common rooms, 1 warden room in medical wing of hostel; and 125 rooms for nursing girls, 4
common rooms and 1 warden room in nursing wing.
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Two floors for PG hostel is situated in AIIMS residential complex. Girl's & PG hostels are located at walkable
distance from the mess complex, sports and recreational area. All rooms are single seated and fully furnished
with inbuilt storage cabinet, storable bed, study table and chair, side table and electric fittings like ceiling fan
and lights. In MBBS wing as well as in PG hostel all rooms are with attached toilet facility, whereas, in nursing
wing each floor has total of eight bathrooms, and toilets (two on each corner). Hostel has facility of electric
geyser for hot water and water cooler with inbuilt purifier for drinking water. Visitor room for ease of family
members to meet residents of hostel is available at ground floor of UG hostel. Hostel has facility of Reading
rooms with library of more than 150 books and two television rooms for the students. One sick room is located
at ground floor of Nursing wing of Girls’ hostel. Emergency medicines and first aid kits are available in hostel
office with caretakers (wardens).

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Infrastructural Development

Duringsession 2019-2020, some infrastructural changes were done in the hostel. The rooms were renovated
by merging two/three single rooms into one. All rooms of Girl's hostel including PG Hostel rooms have been
installed with protective devices in ceiling fan. Garden in every block of the hostel adds to its ambience. The
hostel corridors are beautified with various flowerpots kept at different places. As a security concern, work of
fencing all around the hostel has been initiated and in progress.

Information &Entertainment

For updating theknowledge of students, Newspapers (both English and Hindi) are being procured. Two
Television are also there in hostel with all channels of student choice, which help students to relax.

Supervisory Arrangement:

A complaint /suggestion box is
also installed in girl's hostel to get the feedback and solve the problems of students.

Capacity: The hostel complex situated at the General Pool Residential Accommodation at Pali Road
provides accommodation facility to Post Graduate students pursuing their courses like MSc, PhD, MPH, and
MD/MS degrees at AIIMS, Jodhpur. The Central Public Works Department (Government of India) maintains
the whole campus. The complex has a lush green landscape and gardens with facilities for games and
workouts. The complex acquired by AIIMS Jodhpur consists of four buildings consisting of 65 type one
quarters. The facility includes two dedicated quarters which are being utilized as guest house meant for the
authorized visitors.

All quarters are fully furnished with built-in steel almirah, single bed with under-storage, a reading table and
chair, room table and a small chest. Each quarter has an attached washroom and a balcony. Water coolers
are installed at appropriate places for dispensation of safe and cold water for the inmates. The hostel complex
has a round the clock canteen facility. Also, there is a provision of recreational facilities and an open
basketball court.

Presently 86 (69 girls and 17 boys) MSc, PhD, MPH, and MD/MS students and Senior Residents are residing
in the Hostel Complex. They are provided round the clock water and electricity supply. There are four
caretakers on round the clock duty to look after the affairs of the hostel and its inmates. There are security
guards maintaining security for the residents.

The Central Library at the Institute houses various books on medical and nursing subjects along with a range
of books of Hindi and English literature to cater to the extracurricular reading habits of the students, staff and
Faculty. Dedicated computer terminals for the use of Faculty and students are available. The Library is Wi-Fi
enabled. Collection of more than 3,390 medical text books and reference books of various specialties and
about 500 books on Nursing are currently available. More than 1,136 online journals have been subscribed to
by the library including 243 e-journals from the ERMED consortium (from NML, New Delhi), e-journals from
Clinical Key complete database and BMJ Complete E-Resources Package and ASCO Digital Library journals.
Subscription to ‘UpToDate’, which is an evidence based clinical decision support resource, was started in
March 2017 and is continuing to support the clinicians and students in their endeavor to be au courant with the
latest knowledge and offer best possible treatment to the patients. Lippincott Advisor & Lippincott Procedures
was subscribed to in 2018. About 400 diverse texts comprising of an eclectic mix of English and Hindi books
and novels for general reading are available. Several national and regional newspapers and periodicals of
general interest are also available. The library has a separate wing for e-library with 31 workstations wherein
different subjects are taught using simulation and software modules. The Library provides reprography
service. CCTV cameras have been installed in the Library to provide a secure reading environment. From time
to time, the Central library actively organizes user orientation and awareness cum training programs for the
Faculty and students. Several webinars by different organizations during Covid-19 helped the Central Library
to cater to the academic needs of one and all.

Central Mess Services

A Central Mess facility is functioning in the vicinity of the hostel and is comprised of 5 dining halls which
provides food of mixed culture and has a seating capacity of about 500 persons. The Mess caters to all
MBBS, Nursing students including PGs & SRs also staffs and provides clean and hygienic food. A Mess
Committee, comprising of 13 faculty members and 10 Student representatives is functioning to look after the
day-to-day functioning and mess related issues including daily menu, hygiene and quality of food.

A 24-hour canteen is also functioning to provide a different milieu to the students and to help them during
examination time.

Sports facilities:

Outdoor sports

The Institute has a large size ground for athletics, field hockey, cricket and football. The ground has a covered
spectator seating arena as well. The latter has the capacity to comfortably accomodate around 300 spectators
at a time. A practice cricket net area has also been developed. A one of its kind calisthenics facility is also
available in the outdoor arena for various body weight exercises.

The entire outdoor area has underground sprinkler facilities, excellent ground drainage and high mast flood
lights. An outdoor basketball court, a cemented lawn tennis court and two indoor badminton courts are also
part of the facility. A play area comprising child friendly swings is present in the residential premises. These
facilities are being regularly used by the students, faculty and staff of the Institute.

Synthetic courts for tennis, volleyball, rink hockey/skating and basketball are being constructed and are likely
to be available for use by year end. The finishing of these courts would be at par with the standards for
conducting national tournaments.

High quality gymnasium equipment is being installed in the newly constructed gym and would be functional by
October end.

Information Technology Cell

AIIMS Jodhpur takes pride in stating that it has a very robust Information Technology (IT) infrastructure for
patient management, teaching and research purposes.

The IT Infrastructure

The IT infrastructure of the Institute provides state of art hardware equipment, software and internet
connectivity. Local Area Networking (LAN) network is installed using fibre optics, copper wires and Wi-Fi
routers. The high speed internet connectivity is provided by the National Knowledge Network (NKN) with
additional cyber security ensured through latest firewalls and network security services. The Institute has
latest desktops using latest Intel microprocessors, laptops, printers, scanners, bar code scanners, Kiosks etc.

Information and Communication Technology (ICT)

Use of Information and Communication Technology (ICT) in health can be broadly in four areas viz.
Education, Research, Referral, and Management of Data.

Health and Education:
When ICT is applied to medical education, it is possible to make high quality education available pan India
seamlessly.
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Hospital Management System:

It is common experience that work places in the health systems are not adequately governed especially in
remote areas. The management of medical colleges and district hospitals can be strengthened significantly
with the application of Hospital Management System.

Health Research:

ICT can potentially transform the medical scene in India, by bringing about a sea-change in medical research.
From traditional clinical research to the modern synthetic biology-based research, the opportunity is immense.
Work on problems such as Cancer prevention, screening, diagnosis, and therapy can benefit from inter
disciplinary cooperation. Medical fraternity has availed such benefits when MRI and Nuclear Imaging was
integrated into medicine a few decades ago.

Health and Management of Data:

Electronic Medical Records (EMR) is a fundamental pre-requisite in using ICT seamlessly in healthcare. While
EMR is available in several forms, size, shape, and format, the Indian medical community with a specific
mandate should standardize EMR, create and establish ICT platforms for using EMR based systems, for
universal benefits.

The Computerised Patient Management System

The vision of Digital India is included in our endeavours to achieve a paperless hospital management and
Date Storage system. The CPMS was Inaugurated by Shri. Jagat Prakash Nadda, Honorable Minister of
Health and Family welfare, Government of India on 6th June 2015.

IT services include Computerised Patient Management System (CPMS), which is a single window integrated
software for managing all patient related activities of the Institute. The salient features of CPMS are as follows
- online patient registration, out patient management, admissions and in patient management, investigation
ordering and retrieval of reports, patient referral, personnel management, store distribution, equipment
management, blood bank, medico legal aspects, health statistics, family planning reproductive health and
maternal and child health activities. In addition, the system also caters to ancillary hospital services such as
ambulance administration, Central Sterile Services Department (CSSD), Biomedical Waste Management
(BMW), operation theatre services, ICU and Wards peripheral centers of the institution (rural and urban
healthcare centers etc.) can also be accessed from the same software. It includes a real time monitoring of
patient movement, inter-hospital transfer of all patients and their hospital information, as required.

All Out Patient Department (OPD) activity, Patient Registration- one time, bar coded, Consultation,
Prescription, Investigation, Vaccination, Drugs, Injection, Physiotherapy etc. all are done online.

All Inpatient activity Admission, Patient record, medical treatment, surgical treatment and procedures,
Investigation, Medicolegal and Police Formalities, Discharge, Death Certificates, Scheduling for OT, Allotment
/ Reservation of hospital beds and patient referral, all are done online.

Pharmacy and stores

We have an online procurement and distribution system of drugs and pharmacy without the need to maintain
registers at every point. The automatic debit of indent from pharmacy stock can be generated in any, OPD,
ward, theatres. Facilities like stock keeping, online tracking of pharmacy sticks with warning on low levels and
expiry date tracking are available.

All hospital equipment from bedpans to Lasers are subjected to one time online data entry and can be
subsequently tracked anywhere in the hospital after that..

Linen and laundry stores - tracking of all linen with one time data entry, issue, condemnations, and repairs all
are tracked online.

The system tracks each cash deposit of any kind and cash exit from the hospital at all cash counters. It keeps
track of refunds and generates a detailed daily cash record.

Biomedical waste generation, its transport and disposal are tracked from each collection site to the
incineration site, with warning if a bag is missed. The total amount of waste generated in any hospital system
is recorded category (as per safety guidelines) for monitoring purpose.
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Blood Bank Management is completely online from blood donation, its storage and the issue of blood bank
and all steps are monitored.

Hospital kitchen, all dietary prescriptions and tracking is done online. Diets can be prescribed only to bona-fide
patient. Therefore, misuse is avoided.

All health statistics currently being collected by the department of health and family welfare such as
admission, morality, infant mortality, vaccination, family planning procedures etc. are catered to by the CPMS.
All works and records related to maternal and child health services can be done online and all records can be
retrieved intently.

Electronic Library (E-Library)

Apart from patient management services, the IT Cell at AIIMS Jodhpur also caters for many other services
including E-library, i.e. via. E-Library E-journals can be accessed through institutional VPN Connection across
the globe by our faculty and residents.

Video Conferencing

The Video conferencing room at AIIMS Jodhpur has the ability to perform 3 conferences simultaneously. Not
only do we publicize our Public Lectures live on YouTube, OT Procedures can also be broadcasted in real-
time to the lecture theatres, if needed for teaching purposes. The institute has created an in-house robust user
interface for its website and Recruitment portal.

Miscellaneous

IT cell is providing Wireless Lan (Wi-Fi) services across the Teaching Block and Hospital area at AIIMS
Jodhpur. Eduroam is a global service that enables students, researchers and staff to obtain Internet
connectivity across campus and when visiting other participating institutions by simply opening their laptop or
activating their smartphone or other portable device through Wi-Fi. This facility enables users visiting other
Eduroam enabled institutions globally to get authenticated and connected to the visiting institutions network
using their home institution ID and password for free internet access. Also the Institute can provide direct VPN
work from home facility for limited staff on emergency requests.

AIIMS Jodhpur has also started a dedicated SMS portal for all the patients who require a follow up visit. An
sms reminder for the same is sent automatically, 48 hours prior to their scheduled follow-up visit. The service
was started this year and we have already sent around 100000 messages to the patients concerned.

About the Department

The Department of Anaesthesiology and Critical Care at AIIMS Jodhpur is providing anaesthesia, pain
management and critical care services at par with the best in the world. Over the years, the department has
strengthened its services and has raised standards in patient care, education and research.

This year with inauguration of new D&T OT complex, total four OT complexes (sixteen operation theatre) with
five bedded high dependency unit (HDU)/Recovery room are functional at present. Intensive care unit (ICU)
services has been expanded for postsurgical and medical patients by increasing ICU beds from six to
eighteen. The peripheral anaesthesia services were strengthened for procedures in DSA room (interventional
radiology and interventional cardiology), MRI, CT scan, ECT, brachytherapy, and labour analgesia. The Pain
and Palliative Care clinic provides daily OPD services to patients suffering from acute and chronic pain.
Procedures for chronic pain management like epidural steroid injection, selective nerve root blocks, lumbar
sympathectomy, cancer pain management blocks and radiofrequency ablation procedures are being
successfully performed. Palliative care services are provided to terminally ill cancer patients.

On the academic front, in addition to regular post graduate course (8 P.G students per session) fellowship
programs are continuing in Critical Care Medicine and Paediatric Anaesthesia. During the current year, DM in
Critical Care Medicine and one-year fellowship programs in Pain and Palliative care, Neuroanaesthesia and
Neurocritical care have been approved for the July 2017 academic session. Regular seminars, case
discussion and interactive classes are held for postgraduate students and fellows in addition to clinical
teaching in operation theatres and ICU. Journal clubs are regularly conducted where articles from reputed
journal are critically appraised. During corona pandemic, after lockdown, on line classes were continued.
Department participated actively in the “Integrated teaching classes” for MBBS students, in coordination with
other departments. Along with active participation in CPC & CGR conducted by the Institute, the department
contributed two CGR during the session.

Several research projects (including intramural) were carried out in the department after approval by
institutional ethical committee. Many papers were presented in various International and National Level
conferences by faculty members and residents, some of which were also awarded.Thirty-nine papers were
published by the faculty and residents of the department during this period. We publish journal of
anaesthesiology, critical care and pain: “The Indian Anaesthetists’ Forum” Published by Wolters Kluwer India
Pvt. Ltd. (http://www.theiaforum.org). The journal is indexed with DOAJ, Emerging Sources Citation Index,
Index Copernicus, Web of Science.
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The department is also actively involved in training activities and conducting conferences and workshops.
During this session, we got our institute recognized as International Training Centre (ITC) for American Heart
Association (AHA) certified BLS and ACLS courses. We are regularly conducting BLS and ACLS courses for
medical and paramedical staff to train them CPR skills. Department also conducted AHA certified ‘BLS and
ACLS provider course’ twice (May and Nov 2019) in this period. Department organized RAJCRITICON 2019:
1st Rajasthan Critical Care Conference, Paediatric Anaesthesiology CME and several workshops and
continuous medical education programs.

About Department Of Anatomy

The Department of Anatomy came into existence in 2012, ever since it has been providing a tradition of
excellence in UG and PG teaching and research programmes. The diverse expertise of faculty members and
well-planned curriculum enable the students to develop a concrete foundation of the subject. The department
seeks to explore teaching-learning through group activities, seminars, internet based learning tools, virtual
dissection table, small group teaching and well paced assessments. PG activities involves seminars, journal
club and microteaching on regular basis. The first batch of M. D. Anatomy passed in December 2019 with
100% pass result.

The research activities and essential lab facilities are kept in pace with recent advances to provide the best
possible learning.

The department is active collaborator and organizer of various cadaveric workshops in various specialities.
The state-of-art museum upholds a collection entailing a wide range of specimen, carefully crafted,
embryology model and models of neuroanatomy prepared by students.

In-house collection of bones is created by a new bone retrieval technique.

Dissection Hall: Well-equipped dissection hall with Cold storage facility occupying 12 cadavers
maintained at -2°C. It is fully air-conditioned with virtual dissection display which are regularly used. There
are five storage tanks to accommodate 50 human cadavers. There is Electric band saw facility for the
sectioning. For cadaveric preservation, Phenoxyethanol is udedwhich has added advantage as it is a non-
toxic, non-carcinogenic and non-irritant as compared to formaldehyde.

Histology Lab: More than 4,000 H & E and 25 special stained histology slides prepared in-house. There
is a demonstration microscope with camera for image capture with 50 inch LCD TV for projection. The lab
is also equipped with automated paraffin embedding unit, freezing microtome etc. An inverted microscope
and a high end binocular microscope is also there for research work .

Museum: 103 prosected and potted specimens of gross anatomy and 53 Bone sets are in the Bone Bank
. It has a Histology, digital x-ray and cross-sectional anatomy wall mounted gallery and has 73 models of
developmental anatomy.

Demonstration room: Two demonstration room with Audio-Visual facilities are there, with one having a
Digital Visualiser for teaching-learning.

Seminar Room cum Departmental Library: The department library has adequate number of books for
the study references.

Research Lab: It has central facilities related to cytogenetics work. The department has diagnostic
faclility to detect bladder carcinoma and BCR/ABL-1 translocation (9:22) for CML through FISH
technique. The karyotyping and FISH are also done.

Burial Ground: Itis located near Mortuary. Burial followed exhumation is done for bone retrieval.

Introduction

Department of Biochemistry started with the instituting of AIIMS Jodhpur by the Ministry of Health & Family
Welfare, Government of India under the Pradhan Mantri Swasthya Suraksha Yojna (PMSSY) in September
2012. The department has been involved in undergraduate and post-graduate medical teaching, research and
patient care services by providing advanced and routine biochemical analyses for diagnosis and prognosis.
The department has been involved in promotion of academics and research at national and international level
by hosting various workshops and conferences and another feather of success was added to the department
by the successful organizing of international conference 15" APFCB 2019 at Jaipur.

Facilities And Services
Teaching:

e Undergraduate teaching

The department is actively involved in the undergraduate (MBBS and Nursing) teaching. We use latest and
innovative techniques for the teaching of the future doctors. Our lectures are both didactic and interactive
which includes audio visual presentations and group discussions during tutorials. The teaching has been
made interesting by providing food for thought using the problem-based study like objectively structured
clinical cases and practical exercises. Integrated classes with other departments are organized to generate
clinical interest and understanding of the subject. During the recent COVID-19 pandemic, the UG teaching has
been continued in the form of online-lectures and case discussions.

e Post graduate training

The Department has started post graduate MD and PhD program. At present six MD students are pursuing
their studies out of which 4 joined in 2018-19 and two in Jan 2019 and July 2019 respectively. Currently 2 PhD
candidates have enrolled in 2019-20 session. The first batch of MD Biochemistry students have sailed through
in December 2019. The post-graduate training schedule is inundated with regular seminars, journal clubs,
case-discussions and attaining expertise in various laboratory techniques which the department boasts of like
flowcytometry, molecular biology techniques including but not limited to PCR, RT PCR, gel electrophoresis,
immunodiffusion, thin layer chromatography, AAS etc. All these are an important feature of the post graduate
training to keep them updated with the latest research and technology. Postgraduate students are routinely
posted in the hospital laboratory as a part of their training. There are regular online sessions of journal club,
and case discussions for the PGs and PhDs during the lockdown period of COVID-19 pandemic.

Diagnostic Services:
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The Department of Biochemistry is catering to a fully functional Clinical Biochemistry Laboratory facility 24
hours for the past four years. The laboratory is equipped with high end fully automated chemistry analysers
including Beckman and Coulter AU 480, 680, 5800, Seimens Advia Centaur, Diasorin Liason. The daily OPD
patient care is strongly supported by these services. The analytes on the Biochemistry Laboratory panel
include the routine clinical chemistry analysis like Lipid Profile, Liver function Tests, Renal function tests,
Blood sugar, electrolytes etc. The specialized analytes available on the panel includes hormones of fertility,
bone, anemia, diabetes panel etc. It also includes analysis of blood lead levels, blood Zinc levels (using AAS),
vitamins and immunologic markers like Rheumatoid factor, ANA, ds DNA and Hs CRP. The Clinical
Biochemistry lab is a part of the external quality control program and therefore assures accurate results. New
investigations have been added to the Clinical Biochemsitry panel from time to time and during the period of
2019-20, tumour markers like AFP, CA-19.9 and CEA have been added.

The Clinical Biochemistry and Molecular Diagnostics lab is well equipped with state of art analysers including
fully automated chemistry analysers, chemiluminiscenece analysers, flowcytometer, PCR, RT-PCR etc. In
addition to this the research lab at the medical college is well equipped with high end equipments facilitating
research undertaken at the department by the various faculties’ and PG students. This lab is equipped for the
molecular research, inborn error research etc. The instruments include HPLC, PCR, RT -PCR, gel
electrophoresis (vertical & horizontal), ELISA reader, Microplate reader and Atomic absorption
spectrophotometer for trace elements and heavy metal toxicity. The Biochemistry Laboratory at AIIMS
Jodhpur is functional 24 hours since March 2015 and is efficiently providing services to the hospital patients.

Research activities:

The Department has Research laboratory with facilities for research in the field of genetics, immunology,
clinical chemistry, hormones, nutrition etc. It is also recognized as Lead Referral Centre by the Indian Society
for Lead Awareness and Research. The faculties at the department have been actively involved in the
research activities and have completed more than ten intramural and nine ICMR STS projects so far. The
findings of the projects have been presented at various scientific meetings and published in peer reviewed
journals. Currently, there are 5 extramural projects and more than 28 ongoing intramural projects being
executed in collaboration with various clinical and non-clinical specialties. These projects cover broad spectra
of research extending from basic clinical chemistry to molecular biology-based research.

The research output of the department has been tremendous, with the publication of more than 25 peer-
reviewed articles in journal of national and international repute. The research has been awarded at
international conferences and there were 14 award papers presented by the faculty members, MD students
and PhD scholars of the department.

Currently there are 9 faculty members, 8 Senior Resident, 6 Academic Junior Residents, 2 demonstrators and
27 non-teaching laboratory technical staff.

Future Plans

Biochemistry translates the knowledge of basic sciences into establishing the clinical utility of a marker,
translation into evidence of the impact on health outcomes, as well as transformational change to integrate
this new knowledge into the delivery of better care for patients. This translational research and the focus on
transformational change are crucial in demonstrating value-for-money in the laboratory medicine service. The
faculty at Department of Biochemistry is committed for advancement in diagnostic services and research
activities and has established state-of-art molecular diagnostic research lab, high end clinical laboratory for
inborn error diagnosis and the laboratories are being utilized optimally. Department has advanced in the
direction for research related to molecular studies based on projects of DNA, mRNA, miRNA expression using
PCR and RT-PCR, diagnosis of inborn errors of amino acid metabolism using HPLC and heavy metals using
AAS. Department is in the process of procuring & constituting state of the art labs for advanced molecular
research in the field of genome sequencing, microarray and epigenetic studies. The department also plans to
establish advanced research in heavy metals& trace elements analysis by establishing ICP-MS facility. In
addition to this a fully functional proteomics state of the art research and diagnostic lab will be formed which
will constitute of facilities like 2-D electrophoresis, LC-MS and GC-MS etc.

About the Department

Burns and Plastic surgery department has been a rapidly progressive department. Currently the department
has three faculties, two academic senior residents, one non-academic senior resident and one non-academic
junior resident.

Department has been actively involved in undergraduate teaching through conventional and unconventional
methods resulting in an increase awareness and understanding of Plastic surgery among students.

About the Department :

Clinical: The Department of Cardiology is running OPD and IPD services regularly on Tuesday, Wednesday
and Friday where ~150 patients are consulted. The Noninvasive cardiac services like ECG,
Echocardiography, TMT, Holter monitoring, ABPM is present in the department OPD complex. The
Department also has procured point of care machine for evaluation of Troponin and NT-Pro BNP which is very
important in diagnosis of various cardiac diseases. The Department is also running specialty clinic like
Pediatric Cardiology clinic and Heart failure clinic on Thursday. The invasive cardiac procedures like Coronary
angiography, angioplasty and structural heart interventions are performed twice a week on Monday and
Thursday. All emergency cardiac procedures like primary angioplasty, temporary pacing, pericardiocentesis
etc. are performed after initial clinical evaluation in Emergency Department.

Academic: The Department is also being involved in Academic activities with teaching of undergraduates and
active participation in regular CGR and CPC being conducted in the Institute. The Department also running
DM training program with one candidate pursuing the course. The department is also involved in teaching of
students of School of Public Health and one candidate has pursued course of MPH.

Research: The Department is involved in research activities with publication of chapters in cardiology update
and interesting case reports. Also, theresearch is undergoing in heart failure in collaboration with other
Institutes.

Adminstrative: The department has ordered second Cath Lab for expansion and soon will be installed. Also,
the order has been given for procurement of IVUS and OCT for Cath Lab which will help in better patient care
and increase research capabilities.

About the Department

Cardio-Thoracic & Vascular Surgery is an area of surgery that specialized to work for Vascular, Thoracic, and
Cardiac malformations or acquired diseases. Along with the exponential growth of AIIMS, Jodhpur, the
Department of Cardio-Thoracic & Vascular Surgery has also come up in a distinguished manner in areas of
teaching, research, and the patient care. The Department of Cardio-Thoracic & Vascular Surgery at AlIMS,
Jodhpur is presently involved in the diagnosis and management of Cardiac, Thoracic, and vascular cases.
Cardiac cases include Valvular heart disease, Coronary artery disease, Adult congenital heart disease, and
cardiac tumors. Vascular cases include surgery of the Aorta and Peripheral arterial disease. We are
Performing emergency vascular surgery in acute limb ischemia due to Trauma and, or due to embolus.
Thoracic surgery includes diseases of Lung, Pleural and Mediastinal structures, and tumors of the Lung,
Mediastinum, and Chest wall. Presently the department is involved in outpatient and inpatient services to
cardiac, thoracic, and vascular patients.

We have catered OPD services to a total of 1801 patients, including 740 new patients in the year 2019-2020.
IPD admission were 112 patients. We have operated a total of 112 patients, including 52 open heart surgery
cases, 37 vascular surgical cases, 03 thoracic surgical cases, and 14 others cases in 2019-2020. The
Department of Cardio-Thoracic & Vascular Surgery has allotted a total of three IPD beds, two for the male
patients, and one for female patients. We are conducting OPD services three days a week and Elective
Surgery two days a week. We perform one major surgery on our Operation theatre (OT) day and emergency
surgery on an emergency basis in emergency OT. The Department also provides assistance to other
departments in operation when any assistance is required for vascular injury/reconstruction or in thoracic
surgery. The Department is conducting a Vascular clinic every Thursday, in association with the Department
of Diagnostic and Interventional Radiology. CTVS- Radiology meet is also conducted every week on
Wednesday, in association with the Department of Diagnostic and Interventional Radiology to discuss imaging
of all the cases. We have procured, the state of art 4D ECHO machine which is now being used for OPD and
IPD patients specially in heart valve repair surgeries.

Department of CTVS also started taking baby steps towards research by undertaking Intramural project as
Principle investigator for the project “A quantitative assessment of changes in inflammatory cytokines in
patients undergoing cardiac surgeries with allogenic and autologous blood transfusion” and as co-investigator
for the project “Evaluation of Electrocardiographic Parameters and Serum Biomarkers in patients with
Hypertrophic Cardiomyopathy” alon with department of Cardiology.

The department has always been at the forefront in undergraduate teaching and is regularly conducting
lectures, PBL, UNCLE class, and active participation in regular CGR and CPC being conducted in the
Institute. The PG students are also being posted in clinics of the department on a rotational basis. Also
knowing the responsibility towards the society, the Department has conducted a successful public lecture on
Valvular Heart disease on 27" February 2020.

About the Department
Patient Care : The department is providing patient care services through the following four centres.:

Urban Health Training Centre, Pratapnagar, Centre for Rural Health AIIMS (CRHA) at Dhawa , Keru and
Dhundhara.

During the year a total of 87137 patients were seen ( Dhawa 12183 Pratap Nagar 47913 Keru- 11211
Dhundhera 15830). The department provides outreach activities (Immunization, School Health and geriatric
care).

Teaching and Training: The postgraduate students are trained for clinical skills, teaching skills, leadership,
conducting research and administrative skills through various PG activities. The training for clinical skills is
provided to undergraduates at health centres under the supervision of faculty members. The department runs
“Family Health Advisory Services (FHAS)" to study disease related factors and environment in the family and
community. The department is involved in teaching full course in Biostatistics to Postgraduate students (MSc-
Nursing ) in AIIMS Jodhpur and support for teaching whole course of Biostatistics to Postgraduate MD
(Ayurved) students and UG students ( BAMS) in Dr. Sarvepalli Radhakrishnan Rajasthan Ayurved University,
Jodhpur.

The department was involved in three days workshop for training on SPSS Statistical Software to second year
PG students in AIIMS Jodhpur for data analysis of their research study from 20" Aug to 22M Aug 2019.

About the Department

Department of Dentistry has a running Master of Dental Surgery (MDS) program in the specialty of
Orthodontics and Dentofacial Orthopaedics and Oral and Maxillofacial Surgery with a yearly intake of two
students each year with six post graduate students each in both the specialties at present. Department had an
addition of a faculty with joining of Dr. Pravin Kumar as the Head of Department in June 2019. With this the
spectrum of clinical care in endodontics division was widened with introduction of Gold Inlays and use of
Magnification and lllumination in regular practice. Post Graduate programme in Endodontics and Conservative
Dentistry is likely to commence from July 2020. The department has ten state of the art fully automatic
electrically operated dental chairs with all attachments. State of the art 3D surgical and orthodontic treatment
planning software has been procured and is being used for orthognathic cases planning.

The Department has seen approximately 19383 new patients in the out-patient department from 1st April 2019
to 31st March2020. Approximately 13860 Intraoral X- rays and OPG, 1895 Root Canal Treatment (RCTs),
5726 Restorations and Oral prophylaxis, 2974 Minor oral surgical procedures, 87 Dental Implants, 125 new
orthodontic patients and 375 Major surgical procedures have been done in the above mentioned period. Our
IPD procedures include major surgical procedures like trauma, OSMF, Oral cancers, TMJ ankylosis, benign
pathologies like cyst, tumors and infections and orthognathic surgeries. Distraction Osteogenesis has also
been added to the spectrum of surgeries.
